Input

The input will consist of at most 100 lines of text, each of which contains a single VeryLonglnte-
ger. Each VeryLonglInteger will be 100 or fewer characters in length, and will only contain digits (no
VeryLongInteger will be negative).

The final input line will contain a single zero on a line by itself.

Output
Your program should output the sum of the VeryLonglntegers given in the input.
